Management tools must be available to develop policies which provide for the needs of the users. An overall and unified vision of the real demand for transport is essential if these policies are to provide effective and feasible solutions.

Main objectives of project :To increase the territorial extension of the public transport network with measures favouring the more efficient use of different modes of transport, both individually and in the framework of multimodal integration, to reach an optimal and sustainable use of the available resources. This work would best be carried out within a framework of inter regional collaboration which would allow various different alternative scales of flexible transport to be analysed with a high degree of adaptability to the particular needs of users and to territorial reality. The underlying goal would be to adequately complement the traditional fixed route mass transit systems, which lack the network infrastructure within and between urban areas. The main objective is to offer “door to door” or “complete journey” transport solutions to the traveller. For example, take a combination of public bicycles with train and/or bus. A user could have access to public transport in their own street (bicycle docking station), arrive at the station and catch a train or a bus, then, at their destination terminal, once again use a public bicycle to the exact point they wish to go. Not even in their journey plan before setting off did they have to think about using a private car. Furthermore, as an additional incentive to make the service more comfortable and attractive, there could be the possibility of having a combined ticket which is valid for all the different modes of public transport. These measures would channel a large part of the diverse journeys currently being made by private car onto public transport resulting in a reduction in pollution and congestion. This compatibility would also result in economies of scale and increase the synergies between these modes of transport thereby favouring their presence in any policies and plans for regional development.

Main expected outputs and results : The benefits of various regions working together would come from the exchange and distribution of knowledge and good practices for managing a supply of flexible transport services which are adapted to the existing demand. Different events like workshops, conferences and technical meetings held in different parts of Europe would stimulate coordination and progress in the right direction, above all in the practical applications associated with the knowledge gained and their exploitation by European transport policy makers. These measures would be accompanied by the periodic publication of guidelines and information leaflets explaining the main conclusions and the progress made by the project.

Tiers of Support and Partnerships. They range from the provision of subsidised studio space and shared facilities, through to programmes of mentoring and action-centred learning to develop viable business plans. Some foster partnerships between external parties such as government support agencies and funders, and assist in funding and grant applications. Others again provide links and access to educational research and development departments, thereby facilitating partnerships for knowledge and technology transfer from universities to the creative industries economy. Aside from direct public funding, incubator support is frequently part-financed through equally diverse approaches, such as simply taking a commission on artist work, or more complex deals in the intellectual property of commercial ideas developed within the incubator, with the revenue from such activities going back into the incubator to provide services for future beneficiaries. These measures need to be developed, tried and put into practise both by local, regional and national authorities and by the industry including ports and shipping companies. Such system would facilitate for both shipping companies and port authorities but most of all prevent harmful discharges into the sea. 2) Response to oil spills and other hazardous goods and harmful substances: Based on the experiences from the Baltic Master project (www.balticmaster.org) oil contingency plans will be developed (or updated, harmonised and coordinated region-wide across borders). In real situations when an oil spill affects a coast, the response usually involves several different authorities and organisations. However, existing oil contingency plans are in many cases the product of one single organization and were not developed with the complexity of most clean-up operations in mind. The project intends to contribute to improve the situation by assisting collaborating partners (municipalities, rescue services and regional administrations) to participate in the development of improved contingency plans that actually consider the complex nature of clean-up operations. The intention is to strengthen the response capacity by allowing authorities and organizations to cooperate across administrative and regional borders. As a second step the contingency plans will be tested in table top exercises and also using integrated full-mission simulation scenarios. Exercise manuals will be retained by each partner after the end of the project to allow for future exercises. 3) Knowledge/Awareness building: The project will also support the building of knowledge and awareness among regional and local decision makers regarding international shipping regulations, conventions and changing risk patterns in the North Sea. Through these actions decision makers will be better prepared to take proactive measures for the protection of the coastal areas and adapt to the increased maritime transport. These activities will be directed specifically to local and regional politicians.

A transfer of the knowledge acquired in the successful Baltic Master could help other regions taking pro-active measures for the benefit of their coastal zones and its inhabitants.
